Spring Meeting Discussion 

College Transfer Program Association's Spring Meeting is scheduled for Friday, April 22 from 9:30 a.m. until 2:30 p.m. at Wake Technical Community College. Please make plans to attend because the agenda is very full. Among issues to be discussed:

1) The New Schools Project initiative, which brings students from grades 9-12 to a central college or university campus location for both high school and transfer courses. 

2) Huskins Bill issues

3) The new 44-core diploma 

4) A.F.A. transferability 

5) Recent TAC actions, such as Assured Admissions. Plus, TAC members will meet with us for updates on other transfer issues.

Old Business

Cathy Bullock will make sure TAC is aware of our desire to have the CAA faculty advising information sessions across the state (East, Mid and West) this fall.

44 Hour Core Diploma

After Fall Meeting, Cathy Bullock sent note to Jennifer Frazelle indicating that we were in support of this concept. The system office acted quickly. Initial feedback revealed some concerns. These concerns have been alleviated.

Frank, Tom, Cathy attended last week’s TAC meeting. TAC passed a motion of endorsement for the diploma. It will be 44-46 hour core. Will take approximately one year for approval.

Middle and Early College and effect on transferability

We discussed the governor’s New Schools Project - Learn & Earn- and its impact on the community colleges and transfer. Middle College involves students in grades 11-12. Early College involves students in grades 9-12. Students graduate with both HS diploma and an associate degree. There is a wide diversity of student profiles.  Initially directed at at-risk students but expanded to other students. There are widely different arrangements and approaches across the state. Schools are given $25,000 in startup funds plus Principal, Counselor, and teaching positions. Schools starting with Middle College are changing to Early because Gates Foundation will fund Early but not Middle. The community college system and the UNC system still have many unanswered questions and concerns.  For example, will the 24-credit hour student be looked at as transfer (limited openings) or a freshman admission (larger acceptance pool)? The CTPA Board will ask TAC to address these at the spring meeting.

Tom Gould and Kim Turk will conduct research and compile questions (have refined list) on issue and its impact on transfer.  Kim will talk to directors of some of the new schools programs and Kathy Carroll, one of the project directors.

Legislative Initiative on Assured admissions 

AA/AS degree graduates (who fall under the CAA) will be assured admission to at least one of the sixteen UNC institutions. They will  

Tom Gould has been recruited to serve on the assured admission TAC Committee as a CPTA representative. Tom will present this proposal at spring meeting

CTPA will also ask TAC to discuss the student grievance procedure at the spring meeting. We will learn more about our role in this procedure.

Huskins classes on and off our campuses 

Darryl McGraw is interested in the issues CTPA researched a few years ago. Discipline, comparable courses, and schedules are some of the issues. Frank Carter will speak to this issue at the spring meeting and will lead further research for our fall meeting.

AAS Courses in College Transfer

There is increasing interest in Articulation Agreements, statewide programs. CTPA will wait for more information from TAC,

TAC Membership

Since the CTPA is becoming increasingly involved in TAC decision-making, both as task force/ sub-committee members and as an information resource, the CTPA will explore the possibility of non-voting membership in TAC. Tom Gould will draft a letter to TAC.

LISTSERVE and Website

Mary Marsha Cupitt reported the CPTA LISTSERVE is working and many thanks to Lisa Chapman for her work on this project. Our website is not operational at this point.

Frank Carter will work with the Cape Fear Webmaster to get it up and running.

Humanities Courses (HUM. Prefix)/AFA

Frank Carter led discussion about the HUM course prefix.

HUM 110 required in all voc tech programs at Cape Fear.  Many HUM courses are AAS courses, and Frank would like to hear input from the membership at the spring meeting.  How are members staffing these courses, such as HUM. 115, Critical Thinking and HUM. 160, Intro. to Film?  Another issue is what are the SACS implications?

AFA: removes MCR requirements but would not work for admission.  Students end up taking more courses than they need.  May end up with a BFA of 136-140 hours.  Eight to ten community colleges have AFAs.  President Carter will survey the membership.

To replace Paragraph 2, Page 5 of the CAA:

The Assured Admissions Program

The Comprehensive Articulation Agreement (CAA) addresses the admission of community college graduates to UNC institutions and the transfer of credits between institutions within the North Carolina Community College System and institutions within the University of North Carolina.

The CAA assures admission to one of the 16 UNC institutions with the following stipulations:

· Admission is not assured to a specific campus or specific program or major.

· Students must have graduated from a North Carolina Community College with an associate of arts or associate of science degree.

· Students must meet all requirements of the Comprehensive Articulation Agreement.

· A student must have an overall GPA of at least 2.0 on a 4.0 scale, as calculated by the college from which he or she graduated, and a grade of "C" or better in all CAA courses.

· Students must be academically eligible for re-admission to the last institution attended.

· Students must meet judicial requirements of the institution to which the student applies.

· Students must meet all application requirements at the receiving institution including the submission of all required documentation by stated deadlines.

If a student is denied admission to a UNC institution, then he or she will receive a letter from that institution directing the student to the CFNC website. At the CFNC website, the student will be presented with the conditions of the Assured Admissions Program (specified above), and if these conditions are met, the student will be given information regarding space availability and contacts within the UNC system. The student should contact those institutions to get specific information about admissions and available majors.
